III.
Approval of meeting agenda

Christine Rasmussen moved that the agenda as amended be approved.  The motion was seconded by John Allyn.  The motion unanimously passed 

IV.
Approval of last month’s minutes

The minutes from the October meeting had been circulated prior to the meeting.  By motion made by Christine Rasmussen, seconded by John Allyn, the minutes were unanimously approved.

V.
 Regular Reports 

A.
Secretary’s Report (John Allyn).  Tom Miller is the new representative for Ravenwood; they have not named an alternate yet.  Sonie Janiro and Jim Barber are respectively the new representative and alternate for Wilson Central/Brentwood Academy.  By motion made by Tom Feeney, seconded by John Allyn, these appointments were unanimously approved.

B.
President’s Report (Deb Davis).
· Zone Coverage During Championships.  We had spoken with 104.5 The Zone with respect to broadcasting the GNASH Championship Game on March 3, 2010.  They have a scheduling conflict and we cannot easily reschedule the game.  For these reasons, we will not have the game broadcast and will work on this for next year.  Deb observed that given budget constraints this is probably for the best.
· All Star Reschedule.  This will be played on February 25, 2010 at 8:40 p. m. at A Game Sportsplex.  Hockey Dynamics has donated the jerseys.  Not all players have confirmed availability with the coaches, and this needs to be done quickly.  The roster is on the website.
· Non-GNASH Players at GNASH Practices.  Tom Feeney determined from USA Hockey that they have no problem with individuals from different age groups practicing together so long as all are registered with USA Hockey.  This notwithstanding, both Dave O’Loughlin and Joe Griffin expressed strong concerns about possible legal liability for the league should a non-GNASH player be injured during such a practice.  Deb Davis emphasized that any action taken by the league would apply only to GNASH practices, and not to practices scheduled by and paid for by an individual team.  After some discussion, it was agreed that the Board would defer taking action until summer.  
· Predators Voucher Program.  Deb Davis spoke with Chris Herrington of the Predators about this.  It was not a success this year, and the Predators will take a different direction next year.  The upshot is that we will not have Sommet Center games next year, which will result in increased team expense.  

· April Elections.  We will have elections in April for Vice President, Treasurer, and Commissioner.  John Holmes has expressed willingness to return as Commissioner.  Deb asked that persons interested in running for these positions let their interest be known.

· 2010 – 2011 Season Format.  There was a lot of concern at the end of the regular season with the format chosen by the Board at the beginning of the season.  In particular, the two top teams in the Blue Division were unhappy at having to leave a division in which all teams were very competitive for the Gold Division, which was much less competitive for them.  Deb suggested that we start thinking about a format for next season.  She threw out the suggestion that if we have a Blue-Gold split at the beginning of the season that co-op teams are automatically assigned to Blue.  She noted that historically co-op teams have by and large ended in the Blue Division anyway.  This is something for the Board to think about during the off-season.  If the Gold Division is exclusively composed of scholastic teams then we will also be better positioned for SAHA purposes.
C.
VP’s Report (Dave O’Loughlin).  This summer will be busy with Handbook revisions, etc.  He stated that the Handbook Committee would be deep into the rules by April.
D.
Scheduler’s Report (Loretta Kimble).  Loretta had nothing to report.  Ron Blanton noted that after the mid-season split into Blue and Gold it seemed that most of the Gold games were set at A Game, a severe inconvenience for those teams coming from Sumner and Wilson Counties.  He suggested that next year we strike a balance between games at A Game and Centennial, particularly with respect to teams from these locations.
E.
Treasurer’s Report (Deb Davis for Steve Smith).  At present we have $37,000 in our accounts with $34,000 in outstanding expenses.  We usually have much more in our accounts at season’s end, but this year we added extra games and practices.  We also underestimated A Game ice costs.  Because of this we can expect that the team fee for next year (taking into account that we will not have free ice at Sommet) will be in the $14,500 - $15,000 range.  
F.
National Tournament (Joe Griffin).  We have had no further communications since the last meeting.  With respect to the Predators Cup, GNASH will pay the $989 registration fee; teams will be responsible for their own travel and lodging expenses.  

G.
Coaching Report (Mark Layne).  Looking ahead to the off-season – teams should determine which coaches need to be recertified, and follow up on this.  The referee evaluation program has not been particularly successful, with reports coming in from less than half the coaches.  To a certain extent the program has been successful, as certain referees have been taken out of the tournaments.  

VI.
 Old Business / Open issues.  Sue Falls asked if it was possible for there to be playoff brackets for the Henry Hines Tournament on the website that showed results.  Deb indicated that if someone could send her a visual representation this could be done.
