1.16

Section 1.16 All Star Selection and Senior Game 

From time to time, the League may sanction participation in an all-star game, a senior game, and tournament events. The League coaches using methodology approved by the League shall perform all-star selection. The approved methodology is as follows: 
(a)
Nominations. Each Head Coach shall nominate three (3) forwards, two (2) defensemen, and one (1) goaltender from his Team roster.
(b)
Ballots. The Registrar shall construct a ballot containing all nominations. A ballot will be delivered by email to each Head Coach. 
(c)
Vote. Each Head Coach may vote for nine (9) forwards, six (6) defensemen and three (3) goalies. However, the Head Coach cannot vote for any player on his Team roster. In this way a Head Coach may nominate but not vote for an All-star player from his own Team. The ballot should be returned to Registrar. 
(a)
The purpose of the All-Star game is to showcase the top players in GNASH, regardless of class.  The All-Star game should be held at the end of the regular season, preferably before the start of play-offs.  The All-Star team shall be determined and selected as follows:
i.
Eligibility.  To be eligible for the All-Star game, a player must have actually taken the ice in not less than 50% of the games played by his GNASH team at the time of the All-Star game.  If a player who is not eligible for the All-Star game is selected to the All-Star team, he shall be replaced by the next eligible player as described below.  
Playing in the All-Star game is a privilege for the players.  If a player is subject to a game suspension at the time of the All-Star game, if selected for the All-Star team, the All-Star game shall count as a game served towards that penalty, and the player shall be replace by the next eligible player.
If a player is injured, the next eligible player shall be selected to replace him.  A player who elects not to participate in the All-Star game shall be replaced by the player with the next highest number of points, as described below.
ii.
Timing of game and team selection.  The Board will determine the date of the All-Star game not later than October 31.  Coaches shall be requested to nominate players for the All-Star team 30 days prior to the date set for the All-Star game.  The League Secretary shall send an e-mail to each head coach and the Board advising them that nominations are to be made.
iii.
Team selection.  Each head coach may nominate up to 3 forwards, 2 defensemen and 1 goalie for the All-Star ballot from his team.  Nominations to the All-Star team close at midnight on the 10th day after they open.  For example, if the All-Star game is on February 2, the nomination period opens on January 3 and close at midnight on January 13.  Nominations shall be forwarded by e-mail to the President-Elect, who shall provide the Commissioner with a list of the nominations.
The Commissioner shall review the nominations and raise any questions, other than eligibility, with the Executive Committee of the Board by 6:00 p.m. on the 5th day after the close of nominations.  Any questions about a nomination shall be resolved by the Executive Committee of the Board in a timely fashion prior to voting and the Executive Committee’s decision is not subject to review or appeal.  The Commissioner shall determine eligibility and such determination shall be final without any further review or appeal
Starting on the 14th day prior to the All-Star game, each head coach may vote for 9 forwards, 6 defensemen and 3 goalies only in his division, but he may not vote for any player on his own team, by allocating points to each player for whom he votes, based on the number of positions being voted on.  The highest number of points shall be given to the most talented player.  
By way of example, a head coach would give one forward 9 points, the next 8 points, and the next 7 points, to the 9th forward who would receive 1 point.  A head coach would give a defenseman 6 points, the next defenseman 5 points, to the sixth defenseman, who would receive 1 point.
The GNASH Secretary, along with the President-Elect and the Commissioner, will compile the ballot and cause it to be e-mailed to each head coach on the 14th day prior to the All-Star game.  Balloting shall close at midnight on the 8th day prior to the All-Star game.  The Secretary shall forward the votes to the Commissioner and the President-Elect, who shall compile the voting results and total the points voted for each player.  The 9 forwards, 6 defenseman and 3 goalies with the highest number of points shall be provisionally named to the All-Star team for that division.  The vote totals shall be altered only to create the result that each team has one player on the All-Star squad.  If this becomes necessary, the players to be replaced will be those with the lowest vote totals at their position and the Commissioner shall select the most talented player from the team needing representation on the All-Star squad to add to the team.  At this point, the Commissioner may replace a player who is not eligible for the All-Star game.  The Commissioners decisions shall be final.
The Secretary shall post the final rosters for the All-Star game on the 7th day prior to the All-Star game.  The starters shall be the 3 forwards, 2 defensemen and goalie receiving the highest amount of points in each division.  
iv.
Team coaches.  The head coach for the All-Star team in each division shall be the head coach for the first place team in the division.  Two assistant coaches will be named, who will be the head coaches for the second and third place teams in each division.  A coach who cannot participate in the All-Star game will be replaced by the next coach based on the team standings in that division.
v.
On-ice and off-ice officials.  Each head coach for the All-Star game shall arrange for one off-ice official to man the penalty box.  GNASH shall provide the scorer and timekeeper.  Any coach or off-ice official may be the parent of player in the All-Star game.  
vi.
GNASH will supply a jersey to each player selected to the All-Star roster.  The designation of home team shall alternate annually between the divisions, with the players wearing the home or away socks of their GNASH team.
GNASH shall arrange for USA certified officials to call the game according to normal GNASH rules, unless the Board adopts special rules for the All-Star at least 30 days prior to the All-Star game.
vii.
Skills exhibition.  The Board may have an All-Star skills exhibition after the All-Star team has been selected and prior to the All-Star game.  Appropriate awards may be given to winners in the exhibition. 
(b)
The senior game may be scheduled and shall consist of players who are graduating seniors.  Structure of teams and the game will be determined by the Board and coordinated by the President-Elect.
(d)
Selection.(c)
No player with an unserved suspension may play in the All-Star game or the senior game but any such game may count toward an unserved suspension.  The Registrar and the League Commissioner will count the vote, verify playershall determine eligibility and make selections in the case of a tie-vote. under this provision.
1.18

 Section 1.18 Penalties and Enforcement 

By joining the League, a Team and all its members agree to abide by all rules of the League. The Board of Directors shall have power to suspend, to fine, or otherwise penalize any Team for the violation of any of the rules of the League or for other just cause. If a Team, or a Team member, files suit against GNASHockey and GNASHockey prevails, the Team or the Team member shall reimburse GNASHockey for all legal fees and expenses incurred by GNASHockey in connection with said suit. 

2.05

Section 2.05 Years of Participation 

A student who has participated in one varsity gamewhose name appears on a team roster for any length of timeGNASH-scheduled game, shall be regarded as having played one year. A student shall not play high school ice hockey for more than four years while he or she is enrolled in high school. 

2.06

Section 2.06 Grade and Season Participation 

For school-based teams, player participation is initially based upon enrollment in grades 9-12. For non school-based teams, player participation is initially based upon being Midget-aged, as defined by USA Hockey, through the 12th grade. Eighth grade students are not eligible to participate. Any student repeating the eighth grade shall not be eligible for League participation during the year that the student is repeating the eighth grade. 

2.08

Section 2.08 Independent-Game Participation 

Any player registered with the League may participate in non-League or independent games throughout the regular and playoff season. Any game, in which players not registered with League participate, is considered as an independent game. An independent team is a team that is organized to play a schedule. 

2.10

Section 2.10 Transfer Rules 

Any student who transfers from one member school to another must submit a completed and signed Transfer Form to the President-Elect and such student shall not participate in any game until approved by the Executive Committee.  In certain instances, a student who transfers from one member school to another may lose 12 months of League eligibility.  GNASHockey has adopted the TSSAA Transfer rules as may be amended from time to time. Transfer rules are more fully explained in Exhibit 2. All Teams are expected to know the transfer rules and to support enforcement of such rules.
2.11

Section 2.11 Foreign-Exchange Programs 

ToSubject to Section 2.01(a)(iv), to be eligible to participate in athletic contests a foreign-exchange student must be in a foreign-exchange program, which has been approved by the Council on Standards for International Educational Travel (CSIET). If the student participates in athletics with a League school while living with one host parent then transfers to another school as a result of a change of host parents, the residence rule (Section 2.12) and transfer rule (Section 2.10) apply in the same manner as with all other students. If a foreign student moves to the greater Middle Tennessee area for the sole purpose of playing Tier I or Elite hockey, the provisions of Section 2.01(a)(iv) shall supercede this section.

2.12

Section 2.12 Residence Rule 

To be eligible, any transfer student or student who has changed schools after having completed the highest ending grade at their his/her school shall live at home with his/her parents or duly appointed guardians. The student must live with the duly appointed guardian for a minimum of 12 months. Where the application of this rule works a manifest injustice, the Board of Directors may make an exception after the student has been in school for 12 months from date of entry. 

This regulation shall not apply to a boarding student at a private or independent school nor to a student who is forced to change residence or guardianship due to the dissolution of his or her home by death, separation (provided divorce papers have been signed and processed through the courts), or divorce of parents. If a student has been living with a family for a period of 12 consecutive months, or longer, it shall be assumed for athletic purposes that the head of the family is the student’s guardian. 

An athlete will be eligible to participate where the parents are divorced or separated (provided divorce papers have been signed and processed through the courts) the first time he or she changes residence from one parent to the other parent, after establishing an athletic record or practice record, provided there has been a court-ordered custody change and provided the principal of the student’s former school indicates that the move was not for athletic reasons. An athlete will be eligible to participate in athletics the first time the student changes residence from a guardian other than a parent to either one or both parents, after establishing an athletic record or practice record, provided there has been a court-ordered custody change and provided the principal of the student’s former school indicates in writing that the move was not for athletic reasons (This applies to a student who has lived with his/her guardian 12 consecutive months or longer). 

All such cases must be submitted to the President-Elect and the eligibility of the student establisheddetermined by the Executive Committee before he or she participates. GNASHockey has adopted the Residency Rules of the TSSAA, as may be amended from time to time. See Exhibit 3 for relevant Q&A. 

2.13

Section 2.13 Practice Rule 

A student who engages in three or more days official GNASH practices with a school in which the student is enrolled shall be ineligible in that sport for that season if the student enrolls in another school without a corresponding change in the residence of the student’s parents. 

Only students who are enrolled and in regular attendance at a school may participate in off-season practice. An exception will be allowed for ninth grade students who are enrolled in schools that terminate with the ninth grade. These students may participate in off-season practice at the school where they are zoned to attend or where there is a definite feeder pattern or, in the case of an independent school, the student has received a letter of acceptance to the high school. 
2.20
Section 2.20 No Setting Aside of Eligibility Rules 

No part of these eligibility rules shall be set aside by mutual agreement of the teams for any contests whatsoever nor shall they be supplemented in any contest held under the jurisdiction of this League. 

2.21
Section 2.21 Special Cases Involving Hardship 

Except for the eligibility rules in regard to age and to the number of semesters in school, the Board of Directors shall have authority to set aside the effect of any eligibility rule upon an individual student when in the opinionsole discretion of the Board, the rule fails to accomplish the purpose for which it is intended, or when the rule works an undue hardship upon the student. 

The conditions causing the student to fail to meet the eligibility requirements must have been beyond the control of the team, the student and/or his or her parents, and such that none of them could have reasonably been expected to comply with the rule. 

If the student has transferred from another school, it is recommended that a statement be filed from the administration and, if appropriate, the coach of the previous school regarding the transfer. (The statement shall explain why the transfer is being made and give any other information that should be taken into consideration in deciding whether the student shall be eligible to participate.) 
A hardship appeal must be submitted in writing to the President and/or Commissioner not less than 7 days prior to the next scheduled meeting of the Board of Directors. Appeals submitted less than 7 days prior to the next meetingstudent who is ineligible under Section 2.10 due to a transfer of schools without a corresponding change in residence or as a result of any other eligibility rules may request a hardship waiver of such eligibility rule(s).  A hardship waiver request must be made by submitting a completed, signed Hardship Application to the President-Elect no less than 14 days prior to the next scheduled meeting of the Executive Committee.   If the hardship waiver is requested as a result of a school transfer, the student must also submit a completed and signed Transfer Form, if not already submitted.  A Hardship Application submitted less than 14 days prior to the next scheduled meeting of the Executive Committee shall be delayed for consideration at another subsequent  meeting of the Board.  The President and League Commissioner who shall make a recommendation(s)-Elect shall notify the party requesting a hardship waiver of the meeting date on which the Hardship Application will be considered.
The Executive Committee of the Board shall review each Hardship Application and determine whether the Hardship Application should be approved or disapproved.  Each Team affected by the outcome of the Hardship Application may have a school administrator (principal, assistant principal or athletic director) or other team representative present at the Executive Committee’s initial consideration of the Hardship Application.   The President or other Officer presiding over the Executive Committee meeting may limit the time for presentation of the Hardship Application, including all remarks by the applicant, any school administrator, and  any Team representative.
Executive Committee vote on the Hardship Application shall comply with the conflict of interest provisions of Section 1.05.    The minutes of the Executive Committee meeting shall reflect the findings and conclusions upon which approval or disapproval of the Hardship Application is based.   If the party requesting a hardship waiver is not present at the Executive Committee meeting, such party shall be notified in writing by the President or the Commissioner of the disposition of the Hardship Application, including the Executive Committee’s findings and conclusions.  The decision of the Executive Committee may be appealed to the Board of Directors.
An appeal of the Executive Committee’s determination of a Hardship Application shall be made as follows:
i.
Within 14 days after the date of the Executive Committee meeting at which the Hardship Application was decided, a party may submit a written request for reconsideration to the President-Elect.   If the party requesting the Hardship Application was not present at the Executive Committee meeting and was notified of the Board’s determination in writing, the 14 days for requesting reconsideration shall commence from the date on which the party receives notification of the Executive Committee’s decision.
ii.
The written request for reconsideration must state all the grounds upon which the party is requesting reconsideration and all facts in support of the requested reconsideration.   Failure to include all grounds and facts will be deemed to be a waiver.  
iii.
The appeal shall be considered at the next regularly scheduled meeting will review the hardship appeal. Board meeting.
iv.
Each Team affected by the outcome of the Hardship Application may have a school administrator (principal, assistant principal or athletic director) or other team representative present at the Board’s consideration of the appeal.   The President or other Officer presiding over the Board meeting may limit the time for presentation of the Hardship Application, including all remarks by the applicant, any school administrator, and  any Team representative.
v.
The appealing party shall pay for all expenses required to present document material to the Board. Any decision may be appealed to the Board of Directors at the next scheduled meeting. Thereafter, the Board’s decision is final. 
Each school-based team may have an administrator (principal, assistant principal or athletic director) from that school present in order to appear before the Board of Directors regarding an appeal. 
The vote of the Board on the appeal shall comply with the conflict of interest provisions of Section 1.05; that is, specifically, but without limitation, no Team affected by the outcome of the Hardship Application may vote.   The minutes of the Board meeting shall reflect the findings and conclusions upon which approval or disapproval of the appeal is based.   If the appealing party is not present at the Board meeting, such party shall be notified in writing by the President or the Commissioner of the disposition of the appeal, including the Board’s findings and conclusions.  Any such decision by the Board shall be final and not subject to any further review or appeal. The President shall make a determination on the confidentiality of any documentation regarding hardships.
2.25
Section 2.25 Coaches 

(a) Certification. It is preferred that at least one member of the coaching staff of each team be certified at the USA Hockey Advanced Level. It is recommended that all coaches (head coach and assistants) be certified at the USA Hockey Intermediate Level. All head coaches who have not received the USA Hockey Intermediate certification shall progress at least one level in certification per year until they have attained the USA Hockey Intermediate level. At the first Board meeting after the season has begun, the Registrar will report the certification level of each Team coach to the Board of Directors. 

(b) Annual background check. Each coach will be required to give written permission to the League to perform an annual background check before assuming their coaching responsibilities. Failure to provide such consent is cause for immediate loss of eligibility. Failure of a Team to enforce dismissal of the coach is cause for immediate suspension of the Team from the League.
(c) A head or assistant coach of a Tier I or Elite team may not coach a high school team during the same season.
