B.  Referee / Officials Report:

C.  President’s Report:
Pending Agreement: 

The Agreement with Southern Ice Arena (SIA) for the 2008-09 season remains in process.   The Agreement has been executed by GNASH and awaits the execution of SIA.  It was reported the SIA correct formal entity as currently listed on the Agreement may require modification, this formality was not thought to be a material issue. 

SIA is to provide 535 hours of ice time during the formal GNASH season.

Elections:

VI. Old Business / Open Issues
Code of Conduct Changes:

Deborah Davis passed out draft revisions of the Player, Coach and Parental Code of Conduct.   All three Codes were reviewed and minor changes were discussed and agreed upon.   Deborah formally presented the three codes (as revised) for acceptance, Marty Prater seconded; the three revised codes were unanimously approved by the Board.  

Deborah Davis also noted that in the upcoming season, GNASH will not require each player to obtain the approval of a Medical Doctor to participate.  Parents will be required to attest to the player’s ability to participate medically.  It was noted that individual School Policy may still require a Medical Doctor to approve a player for play.

Section 2.19:

A revised section 2.19 was offered for Board consideration.  The modified section was discussed by those in attendance during which time certain administrative and personnel privacy and enforcement issues were raised. The author of the modification was not in attendance.  Mr. John Holmes offered the modified section 2.19 for acceptance; the motion was seconded by Ms. Allyn   The motion failed however, the Board remains open to continuing this matter at later meetings when the supporting authors of the revised section 2.19 are present.
