G. Scholastic Invitational Report (Bob Goldfarb for Paul Mazzoni)
Brandon Walker from the Predators has taken charge of coordinating next years Predators Cup.  We presented several considerations to be taken into account such as the tournament not running into Spring, not conflicting with other tournaments, number of teams from league based on league size, 60% of a team must be scholastic, etc.  At this time no commitments have been made.  We also expressed that we would not be rejoining TSSHA at this point in time.  The Predators will need to work with both TSSHA and GNASH to finalize the details.

The reason she is bringing this in front of the Board is because last year when MJ and WC were approved to co-op it was also stated that they would not be allowed to co-op again this year.  The issue arises that WC has 3 players (1 Senior and 2 juniors) who will not have a place to play if they are not allowed to apply for co-op status.  The discussion among the board center on the fact that there was no bylaw or handbook provision that precludes any school from applying for co-op status.  It was determined that MJ and WC can in fact apply for co-op status.
