Approval of meeting agenda

John Holmes moved that the agenda as amended be approved.  The motion was seconded by Deb Davis.  The motion unanimously passed 

IV.
Approval of last month’s minutes

The minutes from the October meeting had been circulated prior to the meeting.  Joe Griffin noted that the minutes incorrectly noted that the league would pay the registration fees for the National Tournament; instead the league is paying the registration fees for the Predators Cup.  By motion made by John Holmes, seconded by John Allyn, the minutes as amended were unanimously approved.

 Regular Reports 

A.
Secretary’s Report (John Allyn).  Mark Peacock is the new alternate for Ensworth.  Due to the absence of both the Ensworth representative and alternate, John Allyn will be sitting for Ensworth at this meeting.  Effective in May Bill Vanderslice will be the new JPII representative and Brian Smith will be its alternate.  Bob Vogt moved to approve these appointments.  Deb Davis seconded, and these appointments were unanimously approved.

B.
President’s Report (Deb Davis).
· Championship Games.  The final game in the Henry Hines Cup competition ended up in multiple overtimes.  The rink had enough snow on it at game’s end to qualify as a ski slope.  Moreover, the start of the GNASH Cup game was delayed which could have been a problem had there been other games scheduled afterwards.  After discussion it was agreed that next year we will arrange for more time for the championship games, schedule in such a way that there are no games after ours, and arrange for an ice cut after every two periods.  John Holmes did not think that it was a good idea to schedule the championship games on successive nights as this would simply double the problem for the rinks.

· Predators’ Grant.  We applied for and received a grant of $5,280 from the Predators for GNASH Bash.  This would be a program for middle school students who have not played hockey before.  It would take place over a weekend and involve instruction in skating and hockey basics.  Angela Walchuk will be involved.  The idea is to use this event to encourage participation in high school hockey.
C.
VP’s Report (Dave O’Loughlin).  

· Playoff Shootouts.  A question arose during the playoffs this year as to whether a player who was serving a penalty at the conclusion of overtime could participate in a shootout.  USA Hockey rules are silent on this.  The decision made at the time was that a player in this position could not participate in the shootout.   
· State Tournament Feedback.  (1)  The parking situation at A Game was bizarre, to say the least.  (2)  We need to get with the rinks earlier to get a good date.  We are competing for ice time against a number of other tournaments – some of which are sponsored by the rinks involved – so unless we start early we are not going to get the best dates.  (3)  It’s hard to say where we are the on the Predators’ priority list.  Jack Flynn, who is the SAHA player development representative, is now the coordinator for the tournament.  While he is doing a good job, we no longer have anyone in the Predators’ organization directly involved.  (4)  The final game ended in a shootout.  (5)  The teams from Knoxville and Memphis were not as competitive as they have been in the past.  The Knoxville team lost 10-0 to Brentwood and the Knoxville goalie was suspended for fighting, which resulted in their next game being a forfeit.  This complicated the tournament.  The sense of the Board was that we should continue with a separate Predators Cup statewide competition.  Perhaps inter-league games during the season would be helpful.  (6)  We will be having a conference call in the near future on this.
D.
National Tournament (Joe Griffin).  Ravenwood could not get permission from the school authorities to take the time off to go.  Before we could check with the runner-up teams USA Hockey gave the place to a team from Texas.

E.
Registrar’s Report (Cathy Askins).  While Cathy had nothing to report, Sandi Chadwick advised that USA Hockey has gone back to using September 1 – August 31 as their registration year.

Scheduler’s Report (Loretta Kimble).  No report.

Coaching Report (Mark Layne).  
· There is a Level 4 coaching clinic coming up in Raleigh in the near future.  One must have a Level 3 certification to attend.  The good thing about a Level 4 certification is that recertification is not required.  Mark noted that USA Hockey appears to be going to a new system where a coach can advance only one level per year, meaning that it would take at least three years to obtain a Level 3 certification.  
· Mark needs contact information for all coaches and assistant coaches as soon as possible.
· Goalies who have had their goalie pads measured do not need to have them measured again next season unless, of course, they have gotten new pads.

Handbook Committee.  Dave O’Loughlin and John Allyn discussed revisions to the handbook.  These center on transfer rules, hardship exceptions, and playoff waivers.  John Holmes moved that the revisions be accepted.  This was seconded by Cathy Askins.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Vice President/President Elect.  The only nominee was Tom Miller, currently the Ravenwood representative.  Deb Davis moved that he be elected; this was seconded by Bob Vogt.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Treasurer.  Steve Smith has moved to Florida.  The only nominee was Sandi Chadwick.  Deb Davis moved that she be elected; this was seconded by Dave O’Loughlin.  The motion passed unanimously.

· Commissioner.  John Holmes was renominated for this position.  Deb Davis moved that he be elected; this was seconded by Joe Griffin.  The motion passed unanimously.

· The terms of the Secretary, Registrar, and Scheduler do not end until 2011.

· The Board thanked Deb Davis for her service.  Deb said that she would continue as webmaster.  Dave O’Loughlin stated that our work for next season was already beginning; negotiations with the rinks and referees were underway.
