B. Referee Report 

None
C. President’s Report (Joe Griffin)

1. The contract with Southern Ice has been signed, but the new owners crossed out the provision for them to sign the contract.  In an e-mail, they told Joe that they could not remove us from the premises as long as the Southern Ice entity was not in default on its obligations to them.  The contract is for two years and commits GNASH to at least 500hours of ice at $280 per hour in 2008-09 and $285 per hour in 2009-10.  There was an extended discussion about how GNASH could be protected if the Southern Ice entity defaulted in its lease with the owners.  Joe will speak with the Southern Ice people and will ask for a copy of a notice of default on the master lease.  The idea was raised on obtaining a legal review of the contract and Joe will explore that.

2. Joe is waiting for a communication back from TAIHO for the upcoming season.  A discussion was held as to other possible options, including self-scheduling.  Marty Prater will continue to work on having the coaches grade the on-ice officials.

3. Applications for Co-op teams for the 2008-09 season are due by June 15th.  Joe appointed a co-op committee consisting of Tom Feeny, Ted Lauer and Cary Allyn.

4. The partial refund of fees for the Predators Cup from the sales at the game has been received.

5. Joe is contacting All-Pro security about the 2008-09 season.  A discussion was held about the security needs at Southern Ice.  Joe may appoint a board member to be the liaison with the security company.

D. VP’s Report (Deb Davis)
1. Cathy Askins was approved as the registrar to replace Deb Davis who was elected vice-president.

2. The current version of the handbook and by-laws is on the website.

3. Anyone willing to serve on a governance committee to work on changes to the handbook and by-laws should contact Deb Davis prior to the June meeting.  Any ideas or issues about the handbook or by-laws should be forwarded to Deb Davis.  Meetings about these changes will be done as special meetings, outside of the regular monthly meetings.  

4. The co-op procedure was reviewed:

· June 15th – Co-op intent form is due and can be e-mailed to Deb

· June 17th – the number of teams for the season will be determined by the board

· June 20th – the process for reviewing co-op applications will be communicated to those schools based on the number of applications and the number of teams allowed for the season

· July 5th – the completed co-op application is due

· July 15th – the co-op committee meets and the board votes on the co-op applications; if an application is denied, it can be reconsidered at the August meeting

· Sep 1st – final rosters are due

5. All new forms for transfers, co-ops, and hardships are on the website

6. Suspensions and fines from the 2007-08 season for those players who were not seniors will be carried over into the 2008-09 season.  Suspensions for seniors have to be resolved as fines to the teams which must be paid prior to the start of GNASH ice time.

7. There was a discussion of the need for medical releases for all players.  After a motion, the board approved requiring a medical form signed by a doctor, but without any medical information be signed for every player.

E. Registrar Report(Deb Davis)
1. the process for the 2008-09 season was reviewed:
· August 19th – the team manager’s information is due by e-mail

· September 16th – all paperwork is due for every player, coach, and parent

F. Schedulers Report (Loretta Kimble)
We will have the same basic dates as last year; games will be on Wednesday and Friday.  We will not have an idea on the first draft of the schedule until August.  Requests for blackout dates are due by July 15.  There was a discussion of not scheduling games for Presidents Day Weekend.  Early morning and early afternoon practice times will be available again this year.

G. Treasurers Report (Steve Smith)
Steve Smith distributed the April financial statement, which was approved.  The amount for team fees will not be known until August or September, but teams might use $12,000 as a guide at this point in time.

H. Commissioners Report (John Holmes)
John Holmes addressed the question of appeals of suspensions.  On fighting penalties, there will be no appeals.  It is up to the coaches to interact with the on-ice officials to attempt to make sure that the correct players are assessed the penalties.  The function of the discipline committee is not to review automatic suspensions, but to determine if additional penalties should be assessed in appropriate cases.

I. Off Ice Officials Report (Jim Miller)
Jim Miller was not present.  It was noted that the instructions for operating the clocks at both rinks are on the website.

VI. New business
A. The Predators have formed a committee to look at the possibility of adding additional ice surfaces in the Nashville area, similar to Dallas.  This would be a long term plan.

B.  The Predators are considering having high school hockey games at the arena, but there are scheduling considerations to be resolved.

The question of allowable advertising on uniforms is addressed in the handbook.  

C.  Hardship applications have been received and players/families have been notified on schedule and process.  Deb confirmed that per the Handbook the applications will be reviewed by the Executive Committee prior to Board action.

VII. Old Business / Open issues
None.
