E. Treasurers Report (Steve Smith)
1. All initial $1000 deposits were received by the June 1st deadline.

2. Final payments from BA, Brentwood and BGA are missing.  These schools are asked to follow-up with Steve Smith.  
3. Ice time for 05-06 was underestimated but costs were in line with 04-05 year

4. It appears we will come close to break-even on the tournament.

5. Additional funds for the Senior Game (selling of Preds tickets) will show on the 06-07 fiscal year as deposits were made in June 06.
6. The SportsPlex has raised its price for ice from $150 to $175 an hour.  Possible increase of Southern Ice fees may occur last year we paid $225 an hour (except tournament where we paid $275)

7. Budget and team fees can not be set until September when we are confident of our costs and the number of member teams.

8. Next payment of $5000 is due by October 1st.  The remaining amount will be due on November 1st.

Ultimately the change to the Bylaw was tabled until their January meeting.  Barbara will continue to work on behalf of GNASH with other high school leagues as well as the Chair of the HS section in an effort defeat the proposed change to the bylaw.  Barbara also mentioned proposed rule changes which will effect GNASH including All coaches on the ice must wear a helmet.  Secretary to get the link to the changes out to the reps & coaches.
