IV. Approval of last month’s minutes
Meeting minutes were approved [Motion: John Holmes, 2nd: Tom Feeney; All in favor]

V. Regular Reports 
A. Secretary’s Report (Kim Otts)

1. Executive Board actions since last meeting: 
· An Executive Board Meeting was held prior to the Regular Board meeting to discuss and vote on two hardship requests.  This will be discussed in the Vice President’s section.
2. The following changes in team reps was approved:

· Beech/Rossview – primary Mickey Morgan

· Beech/Rossview – alternate Gina Claudill

· HF/BGA – primary Beth Aplin-Rollins

· Hendersonville – primary Ron Blanton

B. Referee Report 

· John Winston addressed the board:

1. No changes for the coming season and no known problems from last season.
2. Request for a price increase of $5 per game [from $110 last season to $115 this season]

3. Would like to see a 3 man system put into place later in the season as it seemed to work well during the year end tournament (Joe Griffin will discuss with John the timing of this).

4. This is a non-rule change year

5. There is confusion over who is responsible for the START time for games.  By rule this is to be recorded when the zamboni doors close, however since SI does not have a clock many refs defer to the Scorekeeper.  TAIHO would like this to always be the responsibility of the off-ice official.  This will also be addressed by John Holmes during the coach’s meeting.  It is requested this be put in written form.  John Holmes responded that per USA Hockey this is the referee’s responsibility.  If not having a visible clock is the issue, GNASH will inquire with SI about adding clocks in each rink.
6. TAIHO has gained some top level guys this year to referee

7. John Winston to send Joe Griffin a new draft of the TAIHO contract.

· Marty Prater addressed the board concerning the Game Evaluation

1. Hardship Applications
· Ashton Smith – approved

2. Hardship & Transfer Requests
Joe Griffin requested that all reps understand GNASH rules with respect o Hardships and Transfers, including:

· Every rep needs to be familiar with the eligibility requirements 

· If a player transfers schools, a transfer application has to be filled out prior to skating on GNASH ice

· Players that played on a different team last year will be denied a roster spot if the transfer and hardship is not reviewed by the Executive Board Members

· Billeted players for TEIR I teams are not eligible to play in GNASH, however they are eligible to submit a hardship application for review
· All players must be in good standing with USA hockey

D. VP’s Report (Deb Davis)
1. Co-op:
· The attached notes are from Debbie Davis:
Process: Each packet was received by the set deadline and distributed to the committee for prior review.  At the meeting each packet was discussed and any concerns were noted.  A vote was then taken to recommend approval/disapproval.  The results are highlighted below.

FRA/CPA – This 4 year old co-op is bringing in 7 new Freshman and will only lose one senior this year.  There are serious concerns about a team with only 13 players.  This team also has a 4 year trend of decreasing roster numbers.  The committee does recognize that the recruiting effort this year seems to be working for the new incoming players.  The Co-Op Committee highly recommends continued recruiting efforts for the upcoming season as soon as school begins in order to bolster their roster numbers.  1 senior at the Secondary school will leave only 3 returning. The committee does in fact recommend the Board approve the FRA/CPA co-op.

Hillsboro/Hillwood – This 5 year old co-op only brings in 2 new Freshman and will lose 8 seniors this year.  There are serious concerns about a team with only 13 players.  This team also has a 4 year trend of decreasing roster numbers.  The Co-Op Committee highly recommends continued recruiting efforts for the upcoming season as soon as school begins in order to bolster their roster numbers.  6 seniors at the Primary school will leave only 2 returning and 2 at the Secondary will only leave 3 returning. The committee does in fact recommend the Board approve the Hillsboro/Hillwood co-op.

Hume-Fogg/BGA – This is a second year co-op bringing in 5 new players and losing 3 seniors.  There are serious concerns about a team with only 12 players.  The Co-Op Committee highly recommends continued recruiting efforts for the upcoming season as soon as school begins in order to bolster their roster numbers.  2 seniors at the Primary school will leave only 6 returning and 1 at the Secondary will only leave 3 returning. The committee does in fact recommend the Board approve the Hume-Fogg/BGA co-op.

Independence/Page – This 4 year old co-op only brings 2 new freshman and loses 7 seniors.  This team has a four year trend of consistent roster numbers – not increasing or decreasing. There is not a concern with 18 players this year but the committee stresses the importance of continued recruiting in order to have enough players for subsequent years.  3 seniors at the Primary school will leave only 6 returning and 4 at the Secondary will only leave 5 returning. The committee does in fact recommend the Board approve the Independence/Page co-op.

LaVergne/Oakland - This 2 year old co-op only brings 3 new freshman and loses 8 seniors.  This team has a 2 year trend of increasing roster numbers. There is not a concern with 18 players this year but the committee stresses the importance of continued recruiting in order to have enough players for subsequent years.  6 seniors at the Primary school will leave only 3 returning and 2 at the Secondary will only leave 6 returning..  The committee does in fact recommend the Board approve the LaVergne/Oakland co-op.

Wilson Central/Siegel - This 2 year old co-op brings 7 new freshman and loses 3 seniors.  This team has a 2 year trend of increasing roster numbers. There is not a concern with 19 players this year but the committee stresses the importance of continued recruiting in order to have enough players for subsequent years.  1 senior at the Secondary school will leave only 3 returning. The committee does in fact recommend the Board approve the Wilson Central/Siegel co-op.

Predators Voucher Program – Marty Mulford, Chris Harrington Nashville Predators

All board members in attendance were given a packet containing the following:  a copy of the document that was sent out with the agenda, a document titled “Predators GNASH Fundraiser Process, a fundraiser log, and a credit card form.  

Marty Mulford:

· Vouchers are not for specific games
· The vouchers have no limitations – they are good for any game
· The vouchers are valid through February 28th
Chris Harrington:

· A check will be cut back to the team at the end of the selling timeframe

· The vouchers can be upgraded – they are valued at $36, so if someone wants to upgrade to premium seating they will only need to pay the difference between the $36 and the premium seat price.

· The vouchers can be redeemed – in person, at the box office – the first day tickets go on sale to the general public

· If the $36 section is sold out, the upgraded seat price will have to be paid.  The $36 seats are based on availability for each game.

· Every Thursday home game prior to a Saturday home game there will be an announcement of what high school hockey teams will be playing Saturday before the Predators.  The teams/dates might also be in the Predators Press

· September 23rd is Celebration of Hockey with a rookie game.  There is an available time slot for a youth hockey team to play.
· Top selling team will get a suite for a game.  Top selling players will get to come to a Saturday morning skate, meet some of the players, etc.
GOALS AND EXPECTATIONS:  the goal is for all of the teams combined to sell 3,000 tickets.  This is roughly 8.8 tickets per player (based on 18 teams with 15 players per team)

Any credit card and/or personal check issues will be handled by the Predators – not the teams.

Loretta Kimble will send Marty Mulford the holiday blackout dates on our schedule.

Ideally teams would start selling tickets as soon as possible.
