III.
Approval of meeting agenda

Joe Griffin moved that the agenda as amended be approved.  The motion was seconded by John Holmes.  The motion unanimously passed 

IV.
Approval of last month’s minutes

The minutes from the June meeting had been circulated prior to the meeting.  By motion made by John Holmes, seconded by Christine Rasmussen, the minutes were unanimously approved.

V.
 Regular Reports 

A.
Secretary’s Report (John Allyn)
· Tom Feeney is still the Brentwood High School representative.  Last month’s board action was in error.
· Neither the Centennial representative nor the Centennial alternate could attend the meeting.  Mark Hyssong was present in their stead.  On motion by Cathy Askins, seconded by John Allyn the Board unanimously agreed to accept Mr. Hyssong as Centennial’s representative for this meeting.
B.
President’s Report (Deb Davis)
· Referee Proposals.  Tony Wheeler and James Kimble were present on behalf of TAIHO.  Deb Davis stated that we had accepted a proposal offered by TAIHO for the upcoming year which is attached to these minutes.  This has been reviewed by Tom Feeney.  Tony Wheeler discussed some issues of particular concern to the Board.  He said that TAIHO had a new patch which all referees would wear.  They will also all have numbers.  The organization is not opposed to evaluations by coaches, and indeed hopes to encourage the practice.  
· Promotion Proposal – 104.5 The Zone.  Scott Corley was not present, and Deb deferred discussion until the next meeting.
· Announcer Proposal – Championship and All-Star Games.  Discussion on this issue was likewise deferred until the next meeting.
· Predators Vouchers.  Chris Harrington from the Predators was invited to speak.  The fundraiser will run from August 1, 2009 until November 2, 2009.  Teams can expect to receive checks by December 1, 2009.  The Predators will send out bi-weekly updates to the teams to keep track of sales.
Vouchers will sell for $25, of which $5 will be returned to the team.  Vouchers can be used to purchase Goal Zone tickets or used for a $36 upgrade.  Vouchers have to be redeemed at the Sommet Center.  

Each player should be asked to sell 10 vouchers.  Each player who sells 10 vouchers will receive 2 lower bowl tickets at a game TBD.  There is a special prize for the player and team with the most sales.
Chris said that the Predators have scheduled the All Star game for Saturday January 30, 2010.  The Predators will be playing the Thrashers that evening.  It will be designated GNASH Appreciation Night with appropriate mentions during breaks and between periods.  He confirmed that all Sommet Center games would be in the first half of the season. 

· Coaching Clinics.  For those coaches in need of a Level 3 certification or recertification, there will be a coach’s training session at the Sportsplex on September 26 which is sponsored by the Predators.  Deb reminded the Board that certifications were only good for three years.  

· Deb announced that she had appointed Sandy Chadwick as League Statistician.  Deb will step down from this position.
C.
VP’s Report (Dave O’Loughlin)

· Seeding Options.  His committee (Dave O’Loughlin, Joe Birge, and Bob Vogt) has had three meetings since the last Board meeting.  Assuming that there is a minimum of four teams willing to commit to play in the Blue Division from the beginning of the season, they recommend adoption. If a minimum of four teams choose not to play in the Blue Division at the onset of the season, scheduling will revert back to the North / South System utilized in the 2007-08 and 2008-09 seasons.  As of the date of this meeting four teams had indicated that they wanted to play on the Blue Division with one thinking about it.  A discussion followed.  It was noted that these were not permanent assignments and that teams could move up or down year to year based on its own assessment.  There were also concerns about scheduling, but Loretta stated that if the board made a decision before August 21 any problems could be addressed.  John Holmes made a motion that the committee’s recommendation be accepted.  This was seconded by Cary Allyn.  Deb called for a roll call vote.  For: Brentwood, Centennial, Ensworth, Father Ryan, FRA/CPA, Hume Fogg/Beech, Independence/Page, MBA, Mt. Juliet, JPII, Ravenwood.  Against: Blackman, Hendersonville, Station Camp, Wilson Central.  Motion passed.
· Co-op Update.  The Co-Op Committee (Dave O’Loughlin, Cary Allyn, Ted Lauer, and Todd Brooks) had reviewed completed applications from four co-ops: Independence/Page, Wilson Central/Brentwood Academy, FRA/CPA, and Beech/Hume Fogg.  The Ravenwood Brentwood Co-Op team is in question pending the results of tryouts at both Ravenwood and Brentwood.  Tom Feeney said that this would be some time around Labor Day.  

Dave reminded the Board that under our rules o-op teams are approved on one year basis and that both Co-Op schools should independently seek to become stand alone scholastic team particularly those with 14 – 15 players.  Under no circumstance were co-op teams to be put together for strictly competitive purposes.  This being said he stated that the committee recommended that all four co-op applications be approved.
Several Board members expressed concern that Hillsboro, which with 5 returning players has been desperately seeking a co-op partner, was not included in a co-op.  

Dave O’Loughlin moved to approve the four co-op applications.  His motion was seconded by Ron Blanton.  The motion passed unanimously. 

D.
Registrar Report (Cathy Askins) 

· Registration Dates.  Cathy needs to have team manager information no later than august 18.  Team managers need to get registration packets to her no later than September 15.  Packets should be organized by form rather than player, and the forms are to be in alphabetical order.  
E.
Scheduler’s Report (Loretta Kimble)

· Not all of the teams have gotten their blackout dates to her.  Most of the requests that she has received are seeking a blackout for Fall Break.  This is going to be impossible to do.
F.
Treasurer’s Report (Steve Smith) – Steve was not present, so this was deferred until next month.
G.
Commissioner’s Report (John Holmes)

· Coach’s meeting date.  He will set a date closer to the start of the season.
H.
National Tournament (Joe Griffin)
· Joe had nothing new to report on this.  SAHA is having its annual meeting in August, and he should know a lot more afterwards.

Coach’s Report (Mark Layne) – Mark had no report.
J.
Handbook Committee report 
· Deb asked Cathy Askins to take this over from Steve Smith.  She asked that the committee (Joe Griffin, John Allyn, Steve Smith, and Cathy Askins) have their final recommendations for the board by the next meeting.
K.
Off Ice Training Report (John Allyn)
· John will schedule training for scorekeepers and timekeepers in September.

L.
Security Liaison Report (Ron Blanton)

· Deb Davis, Dave O’Loughlin, and Joe Griffin met with management at the A Game Sportsplex to review the current Agreement and discuss security.  Security there is provided by a private contractor who hires off duty officers from various local police forces.  John Holmes noted that Metro Parks requires GNASH to provide security at Centennial Sportsplex games using either Metro Police or Parks Police.  We will develop some specific guidelines which will be discussed further at the next meeting.
