V. Regular Reports 

A. Secretary’s Report (Kim Otts)

1. Executive Board actions since last meeting:

B. Referee Report

· Marty Prater has not received any feedback on the referee evaluation form that was distributed at the July board meeting.  Marty will send the form to Debbie Davis who will then re-distribute it to the full board.

C. President’s Report (Joe Griffin)

1. Hardship Applications

· Michael Morgan – withdrew his hardship before the meeting in anticipation of the Hume Fogg/Beech co-op

· Devyn Bentoncourt – executive board asked the player to defer application until it is decided whether or not Hume Fogg/Beech will co-op

· Cole Klippenstein – executive board talked to the family, but did not have time to vote.  Exec Committee to reconvene immediately following full Board meeting at which time final vote will occur.
· Devante Cook – executive board talked to the family, but did not have time to vote.   V Exec Committee to reconvene immediately following full Board meeting at which time final vote will occur.
· Blake Gray – executive board talked to the family, but did not have time to vote.   Exec Committee to reconvene immediately following full Board meeting at which time final vote will occur.
2. SI Contract

· The board requested a copy of the contract between Tim McCallister and the new owners of the building.  Tim will provide a copy of his lease agreement with the owners to GNASH.

· Tim McCallister agreed to provide clocks for the Southern Ice rinks.  He is also working on getting the scoreboard fixed that has a short in it.

· Security liaison will be Board member Ron Blanton.

3. TAIHO

· Joe received a copy of the contract with the new $115 rate, but has not had time to review it in its entirety.   MOTION made by Deb Davis to approve the contract with the following perceived items: 2 man system, referees responsible for the monitoring the start clock, and the increase to $115.  2nd Marty Prater; All in favor.  MOTION PASSED.  

4. Pred’s Cup Scheduling

· Memphis and Knoxville each have four teams.  At the time of discussion, GNASH had 18 teams [this may change due to co-ops withdrawing].

· The tournament last year went according to plans.  No issues.

· The only two dates the Predators have available for the Pred’s Cup tournament are February 28th and March 28th.  These dates pose a problem for the following two reasons: 1) the qualifiers for the Korey Pares tournament are the weekend of February 28th and all travel players will be out of town, and 2) March 28th is too late in the season.  GNASH’s perspective is to have the Pred’s Cup final in mid-March at one of the local rinks rather than have it on Feb 28th weekend.  MOTION made by Tom Feeney for Joe Griffin and Debbie Davis to represent the GNASH board in negotiation of a mid-March date for the Pred’s Cup, even if it ends up not being held at the Sommet Center.  2nd made by Joe Birge; All in favor.  MOTION PASSED.  

5. USA Hockey/SAHA High School Tournament 

· A 2009-2010 National High School tournament was discussed at the SAHA meeting held in Atlanta.  The tournament will be held in Chicago and one team per state will be invited.  The state champion of Tennessee will be invited, but the team must be ‘pure’ and not made up of a co-op.  

·  USA Hockey will be setting the rules for the tournament.

· This will be looked into next year – informational only for right now.

D. VP’s Report (Deb Davis)

1. Co-op:

· Beech / Rossview withdrew their co-op application

· Hume Fogg / BGA will most likely withdraw their co-op application

· LaVergne / Oakland will withdraw their co-op application due to last minute re-zoning of schools

· Hillsboro / Hillwood – uncertain if they will meet the co-op numbers required by GNASH

· Deb requested that everyone send her the co-op numbers for their teams.  Please include the player’s name, grade, school, and manager’s phone number.  Please email any suggestions concerning the co-op situation to Deb Davis and Joe Griffin.

·  Registration deadline is September 16th, 2008.

2. Predator’s Voucher Program

· Last meeting the board approved the Predator’s Voucher Program and committed to selling 3,000 vouchers.  The teams need to start working on these sales.  All necessary forms are located on the GNASH website [www.gnashockey.com].

· On 9/23 there will be a rookie game at the Sommet Center and the Predators have offered GNASH ice time from 4pm to 6pm.  Deb would like to use this ice time for a Senior Exhibition game.  Please send Deb Davis a list of all seniors on your team that will be able to attend this game.
