B. Referee Report 

John Winston and Greg Tachney from TAIHO attended the board meeting to discuss the following:

1. Neck guards - currently GNASH requires neck guards – this will be taken under advisement

3. 3 man system vs. the 2 man system (no change in price to go from the 2 man system to the 3 man system)

4. Request for a preseason coaches meeting to discuss the rule changes (i.e. run clock, fewer minutes per period, etc).  John Holmes to set up meeting.

C. President’s Report (Greg Barnes)

1. SAHA created a post-season tournament

2. Atlanta currently has 20 teams; Memphis has 4 (3 scholastic); Knoxville has 4 teams

3. Steve Smith not present at meeting to discuss the bylaws – need to have the rulebook cemented prior to the start of the season.  Possible side meeting prior to the September 18th board meeting to go over the bylaws.

E. Registrar’s Report (Deb Davis)

1. Registration has moved up 2 weeks – the new deadline for submitting team paperwork is September 18th.  This paperwork needs to be concise and fully together, otherwise the teams will forfeit their ice time.  Deb will email out the master checklist form for reference.

2. USA Hockey registration due by September 1st.

3. All coaches must be Level III certified.  Deb will send out information on the upcoming 3 day coaching clinic [information can be found on the USA Hockey website] to obtain Level III certification.

F. Scheduler’s Report (Loretta Kimble) 

1. Preliminary scheduling done based on 20 teams with games on Wednesdays and Fridays only.  Preliminary schedule looks to be 3 practices every two weeks and one or two games each week.  This left 4 empty slots for the first half of the season and 2 for the second half of the season.  The amount of practice time is subject to change based on the availability of ice time from Southern Ice [at the time of the meeting SI had not confirmed weekend ice availability]

2. The 20 teams will be divided into two divisions – North and South [team locations within the divisions not yet decided].  Within each division there will be 9 round robin games.  After the round robin games are played, the top 5 seeded teams of the North and South will form the Gold division, the bottom 5 seeded teams of North and South will form the Blue division.  Round robin play will commence within the Blue and Gold divisions with the top 2 teams from the Blue division rolling into the Gold division for the GNASH tournament.  

3. Business turned to the number of teams.  A total of 21 teams submitted applications and this number does not appear to be feasible for the upcoming year due to the limitation of ice time.   After much discussion concerning the lack of ice time available to accommodate 21 teams, John Holmes made a motion to limit the league to 20 teamsfor the upcoming season; 2nd by Doug Brandon.  It was decided to table this vote until after the Co-ops were voted on [see New Business].  Board members encouraged play outside the league as an option in lieu of the league play.
