V. Regular Reports 

A. Secretary’s Report (Kim Otts)

1. Executive Board actions since last meeting: 

· An Executive Board Meeting was held prior to the Regular Board meeting to discuss and vote on six hardship requests and two transfer requests.  This will be discussed in the President’s section.

B. Referee Report

· Marty Prater passed out a copy of the evaluation forms.  These forms are to be complete by all head coaches 24 hours after the end of a game and emailed to Marty.  Marty will compile the information gathered from these forms and publish the findings to the executive board.  These findings will also be published to the full board during our monthly meetings.  Once the data is compiled, the forms will then be sent to TAHIO.

· Cathy Askins will provide Marty Prater a list of all head coaches in GNASH.

C. President’s Report (Joe Griffin)

1. Hardship Applications

· Gabe Kemp – co-op dissolution – approved based on past precedence set for juniors and seniors of dissolved co-ops.

· Sean Corzine – financial hardship – approved based on past precedence set for financial hardship school transfers.

· Jacob Lucas – transferred schools – within President’s ability to approve – approved.  Effective 10/25/2008
· Kyle Satterfield – transferred schools – within President’s ability to approve – approved.

2. SI Contract

· Contract was previously approved, and was executed and sent to SI

3. TAIHO

· Contract signed and sent back to TAHIO – contract included the increase in pricing.

· Loretta Kimble to send TAHIO a copy of the GNASH schedule once published.

4. Pred’s Cup Scheduling

· Conference call held 9/15/08 between GNASH reps, Andie Bowman, Knoxville reps, and Memphis reps.  An agreement was reached to hold the preliminary rounds the weekend of February 20th – 22nd at Southern Ice and the final rounds the weekend of March 7th – 8th also at Southern Ice.  Although the Pred’s Cup will not be held at the Sommet Center, the Predators will still promote this state championship tournament.

5. Security

· Ron Blanton – liaison between GNASH and Security Co.

6. League Tournament Format [handout attached given to board members in attendance]

· 9 north; 9 south

· 8 games will be played within a team’s division

· At half way point of season, Gold division will be comprised of the top four teams from each division and the team with the next highest points.  Blue division will be comprised of the bottom four teams and the team with the next lowest points.

· Gold division tournament will made up of the teams in the Gold division and the top three Blue division teams.  Double elimination

· Blue division Tournament will be made up of the remaining six teams. Last season this was a single elimination tournament but since there will be 6 teams in the bracket we may propose a double elimination tournament.

D. VP’s Report (Deb Davis)

1. Predator’s Voucher Program

· Handout about Pred’s youth hockey initiative was given to board members in attendance

2. Predator’s Rally and Senior Game at the Sommet Center on 8/23

· 104.5 and Paul McCann will be promoting GNASH at the rally

· Players signing autographs

· Open skate in the morning 

· Information about the Senior game will be sent out by Debbie Davis via email and the website

· Senior games will be from 4-6pm; 64 players out of 82 signed up to play; players were broken into 4 teams that were build based on last years stats; Two games at 1 hour each with 15 minute runtime periods.

3. Co-ops

· Hillsboro/Hillwood – dissolved; LaVergne/Oakland – dissolved.

· New Co-op – Ravenwood/Brentwood: 17 players (Co-op committee recommends approval).  MOTION made by John Holmes to approve Ravenwood/Brentwood Co-op; 2nd made by Cathy Askins; All in Favor; MOTION PASSED.

E. Registrar Report(Cathy Askins)

· All team paperwork was due today – any missing paperwork needs to be turned in ASAP

· Any player whose paperwork has not been turned in will not be able to practice during GNASH ice time and/or play in GNASH scheduled games.

F. Schedulers Report (Loretta Kimble)

· First practice will be on September 28th.  Each team will have 10 practices prior to their first game – with a total of 19 practices per team during the first half of the season.

· The season will begin on October 18th with two games at the Sommet Center.  The first game will be from 1-3 pm and the second from 10pm – midnight.  [Tentatively these games will be Brentwood/Franklin in the 1st slot and Hendersonville/Mt. Juliet in the 2nd slot]

· The North / South divisions will play until November 25th and then the teams will be broken into the Blue and Gold divisions.  

· The Blue / Gold season will start on December 3rd.  

· Second half of the season will be 1 to 1 practices/games.  Still waiting to hear from Southern Ice about Saturday practice slots.

· January 17th is the last scheduled game at the Sommet Center.

G. Treasurers Report (Steve Smith)

· Team fees will be $13,500 per returning team [includes $1,000 credit for returning teams], $14,500 for new teams.

· Five thousand dollars is due October 1st, and the balance is due on November 1st.

H. Commissioners Report (John Holmes)

· Coaches Meeting - A coaches meeting will be held on October 7th – coaches must attend, team managers and team reps are welcome to attend.

· Suspensions/Fines – Fines have been levied against seniors who were suspended last year and not able to serve their suspensions.  The teams need to pay the fines before the beginning of the season or they will not be allowed to play.  The fines are listed on the www.gnashockey.com website.  

· Centennial Sportsplex Memo – a memo from Centennial Sportsplex was handed out to all reps.  This memo outlines the rules and policies set forth by Centennial Sportsplex.  This form must be signed by every coach and every team rep.  The form will be emailed out and also discussed during the coaches meeting.

· Special Rules – this document was passed out to the team reps and will also be emailed.  The following is addressed: Regular Season [minutes per period, tied games, game curfew, etc], League Contact Information, Special Rules, General Game Event Administration, Game Reports, Scheduling, and Special Playoff Considerations.  This will also be distributed at the coaches meeting.

I. Off Ice Officials Report (Jim Miller)

· Message from Mike Quinville to all high school teams:  all coaches and players must wear helmets when on the ice.  Any non-complying coaches can be fined and suspended by USA Hockey.

· Clock training will be organized and communicated.

VI. New business

B. Blake Gray:  Appeal to the full board to allow Blake Gray to play for Ravenwood.  Handouts were given to those board members in attendance and the board also heard from Kim Klippenstien [legal guardian] and Blake’s grandmother Linda.
