Approval of last month’s minutes

The minutes from the December meeting had been circulated prior to the meeting.  By motion made by Joe Griffin, seconded by Jay Orr, the minutes were unanimously approved.

 Regular Reports 

A.
President’s Report (Deb Davis).  Deb was absent.  Dave O’Loughlin gave the President’s Report.

· Proposal of 104.5 the Zone coverage during Frozen Four.  There was a discussion on the cost of $2000.00 versus the benefit to the league, which games should be covered if the expenditure is approved, and sharing the cost with the rink should the games fall at A Game Sportsplex.  After looking over the schedule, it was decided that the coverage should be during both the Henry Hines Cup and the GNASH Cup championships on Mar. 3rd.  Because both of these games will be played at Centennial Sportplex the idea of sharing the cost with the rink is not applicable. It was felt that the benefits offered by the Zone were geared toward a company rather than a small non-profit league like ours.  There was a motion made by Chris Rasmussin to give the executive board leeway to negotiate the best deal on fees and advertising.  The motion was seconded by Ron Blanton and passed unanimously. 
· Playoff waivers.  Dave handed out a spreadsheet with all pertinent facts on the players who need waivers.  There was a discussion of the purpose for the waivers and the intent of the rule which requires players who have not played in at least half the season’s games to request a waiver.  All of the players except two were listed as healthy scratch, 3rd goalie,  due to injury or school policy that prohibits simultaneous play in two sports.  We discussed Richard Alter (Brentwood) who missed all the games during the first two semesters for school standing.  After his return to good standing, he missed 2 games for a GNASH suspension. Cameron Anderson (Blackman) served a two game suspension from a previous season (2 years prior) followed by injury.  There was a motion by Bill Walker to accept all players listed.  The motion was seconded by Mike Sisco and passed unanimously.

VI       New Business
· Problem with Senior Night for Franklin v Brentwood at A Game.  They stated that there wasn’t a PA system or rug for the parents to walk out on the ice.  They were the last game of the night.  The teams preceding them didn’t have a problem.  Christy Elrod-Church, the rink manager, was contacted and she stated that everything was in place at the beginning of the night and if there was a problem, someone was available at the desk to help.  The rep. from the team didn’t go to the desk for help.  We will work to try to coordinate better next year.  Also, we will try to find out in advance the number of seniors for each team to schedule more time for the ceremony if necessary.
· Discussion of the Predator’s Foundation grant.  We are trying to get a grant for a camp which can be used to bring in 7th and 8th graders 
into GNASH. We are also trying to get a grant for a summer tournament.   

· Reps are concerned about getting the promised two Predators vouchers that are to be given to players for selling 10 vouchers.  Also, some of the teams reported getting more than their share of the fundraising money.  Loretta Kimble will call Chris Harrington to find out more.
