III.
 Old Business (moved to beginning of meeting for expediting of time)
A. School Affiliations – Hardship appeal Chris Moore.  Merrol Hyde High School is a Sumner County magnet school that for the purpose of certain sports (football, baseball, and swimming) is affiliated with Station Camp High School.  If a Merrol Hyde student wants to play football, for example, the affiliation permits him to play for Station Camp.  John Holmes stated that a similar situation exists within the Metro Schools: a student at Hume Fogg (a magnet school which has no football program) can play football at the school for which he is zoned.  The question is whether GNASH should treat an affiliated school as part and parcel of a scholastic team, or require the affiliated school to meet the League’s co-op requirements.  Tom Feeney checked with TSSAA to see how they treat affiliations.  A discussion followed regarding TSSAA affiliations and GNASH Co-Op rules.  John Holmes motions to deny the appeal request, Steve Alford 2nd.  Motion passed 11-4 
B. SAHA Decision regarding Zack Turner – Due to the confidentiality of this discussion, is was asked that all non-board members (appointed positions and guests) be excused from the room during this discussion.  John Holmes made a motion to allow Sandi Chadwick to remain, as she was filling the role of acting Secretary in John Allyn’s absence.  Motion was 2nd by Joe Griffin.  Approved unanimously.  A discussion was lead by Barbara Holmes, GNASH legal counsel regarding the SAHA decision and GNASH’s response to SAHA and USA Hockey.  

a. Motion was made by Todd Brooks to have Barbara Holmes proceed with getting a clarification from USA Hockey regarding player eligibility, and to authorize the Executive Committee to approve any appeal statement.  2nd by Bob Vought.  Motion was approved unanimously.

b. Motion was made by Todd Brooks to allow Zack Turner to be rostered and play for Brentwood until a clarification has been receive from USA Hockey and/or the South East District.  2nd by Duane Mushman.  Motion was approved 8-6

c. Motion was made by Todd Brooks that if the original decision made by GNASH regarding player eligibility was upheld by USA Hockey and/or the South East District, then the Brentwood team would forfeit any games in which Zack Turner has played.  2nd by John Holmes.  Motion was approved unanimously.

C. Hardship Applications Considered By the Executive Committee.  Deb reported that prior to the Board meeting the Executive Committee met to consider three hardship applications.  One of the applications was denied (Andrew Graves from CPA, sophomore).  Two were approved.  Austin Roman (CPA) was approved, based upon prior precedent being an upper classman from a dissolved Co-Op.  Taylor Novak (Ravenwood) was approved due to change in guardianship, and has not played for a GNASH team for 19 months.  The condition for the Novak approval is that he is not playing on any travel hockey teams this season, as it would be viewed as a billet situation.
