III. Approval of meeting agenda

IV. Approval of last month’s minutes

By a motion made, seconded and approved all in favor, the meeting minutes from the September 2008 meeting were approved, with the change of school for Ted Lauer from Hendersonville to Mt. Juliet.
V. Regular Reports 

A. Secretary’s Report (Kim Otts) – absent
B. Referee Report

· Marty Prater reported that he had not received any feedback on the form he provided at the September meeting and that it would be sent to the team reps to forward to the coaches 24 hours after each game.  

· Joe Griffin reported that the TAIHO refs have agreed to place numbers on their uniforms to facilitate the survey.
C. President’s Report (Joe Griffin)

1. Hardship Applications

· Tyson Trotz – this application is still pending.

· Sean McCain – this application is still pending.   
2. Tournament Format
·  The post-season tournament format for the two divisions, as attached to these minutes, was approved, with the provision that the tie breakers to be used would be revisited at the November meeting.  
· Loretta Kimble is currently working with SI on the ice schedule

3. Sommet Center Games
·  The games on October 18 went well and the predators reported that they had no problems with the games.  
·  The details and procedures to be used for games at the Sommet Center are posted on the website, including the special waivers that must be signed for each player prior to each game.  
4. Predator Ticket Vouchers
·  Through October 21, 940 vouchers had been sold.  Brentwood High School had sold the most with 270 vouchers sold.  
5. Scorekeeper Logistics
· The home team provides the scorekeeper and the visiting time provides the person to run the clock.  The FAQ section of the website has instructions on what to do with each copy of the score sheet, where to turn it in, how to handles questions about stats, and the qualifications of off-ice officials (must 18 years of age or older)
6. Southern Ice JV Team
· Southern Ice had asked a question about the Brentwood/Ravenwood Coop team as the SI JV team has only 6-7 players.  They are seeking additional players to be able to continue the team.  
D. VP’s Report (Deb Davis) - absent

E. Registrar Report(Cathy Askins)

· Most of the team paperwork is up to date.
· Any player whose paperwork has not been turned in will not be able to practice during GNASH ice time and/or play in GNASH scheduled games.

· The last day to add players to the roster is January 15, 2009.

F. Scheduler’s Report (Loretta Kimble)

· There are still some issues with Southern Ice that are being worked out on the scheduling of ice times.  
· All blackout requests, except one, have been honored for the first part of the season and best efforts were made to honor requests in the second part of the season.  
G. Treasurer’s Report (Steve Smith)

· A report for September 2008 was circulated

· Three teams had not paid the $5,000 due October 1 but two paid at the meeting and third one was pending in the school office.  

· All fines from the 2007-08 season have been paid.  Team fees will be $13,500 per returning team [includes $1,000 credit for returning teams], $14,500 for new teams.

· The balances for the team fees are due on November 1st.

H. Commissioner’s Report (John Holmes)

· There are still some suspensions from the 2007-08 season pending that must be served in this season.

· Coaches Meeting - The coaches meeting held on October 7th was well attended with 16 teams represented.  
· GNASH rules for teams without a goalie do not follow USA Hockey, GNASH rules require that the game be forfeited.
· Time management during the game is the responsibility of the on-ice officials. .

· Teams may want to require a deposit from seniors to cover suspensions in the final games of the season that cannot not be served and must be paid as fines. 

· The Discipline Committee is not a way to appeal actions by the on-ice officials; its purpose is to determine if additional punishment should be imposed in certain circumstances.
· The Sportsplex requires that an employee actually inspect each locker room before the key deposit is returned after each game.

I. Off Ice Officials Report (Jim Miller)

· One training session has been held at the Sportsplex and another has been held at Southern Ice.  
· Jim is available for individualized training on the clocks.

· We are no longer noting MVPs on the score sheets.

· The entire roster must be listed on the score sheet and players who are not playing need to be crossed out.  Players who are serving a suspension must sign the score sheet or they will not receive credit for serving the game.

· Coaches are required to sign the score sheet before the game.

· Any injury must be noted on the score sheet for USA Hockey insurance purposes. 

VI. New business

A discussion of revising the language for hardships in the Handbook was tabled.
VII. Old Business / Open issues
The question was asked for purposes of looking into a bond to cover the treasurer of the maximum amount GNASH might have on deposit.  The answer was $250,000 for one month.
