Scoresheet Issues

a) Please ensure that your scorekeepers are filling out all the information on the scoresheet.  This includes: Game number (this is how we find the game in the system, without it we have to manually look it up), Goalie minutes per period (pay attention to periods cut short due to curfew, credit goalies with the proper time), Penalty info (all is required including period team (by name), number, infraction, length and time), Goal/Assist info (all is required including per, team (by name), number scoring goal, number(s) credited with an assist, type (even strength, short handed, power play, empty net) and time.  
b) Be sure your stickers contain every rostered player.  You must then line out those not playing.  Be sure to line out goalies if you have more then two.  Add in goalies if they are playing out along with position.  Be sure your stickers are in numerical order – goalies may be in their own section.

c) Print scorekeeper name and phone number legibly – if there are issues we need to be able to contact them.

d) Be sure manager info is listed as well.  

e) If you are using a scoresheet that only tracks saves remember that saves are saves – do not include goals in the saves.  If you are using a scoresheet with both shots and saves the difference between them should equal points scored.  
f) If you don’t know how to administer stacked penalties correctly you need to get with Jake or Lynne immediately.  The penalty for the third man in the box does not even start until the first man’s is complete, etc.
