The agenda was approved as written.

President’s Report

1. Greg discussed the necessary follow-up to the parental contact to the opposing high school and, after discussion, Greg will write an appropriate letter to the principal of the high school involved.  

2. Greg discussed possible issues related to the proposed sale of the Southern Ice Arena.

3. Greg advised team reps that the JV team at Southern Ice was looking for games.
Vice President’s Report
Joe reported on the arrangements for the 2008 Predator’s Cup.  There will be monthly conference calls to make preparations for the tournament.

Nashville will be allowed to enter 4 teams into the tournament.  Knoxville and Memphis will each be allowed to enter two teams.  The preliminary rounds will be played March 8 and 9 at Southern Ice.  There will be two games at the SportsPlex on March 21 and the championship game will be played at the Sommet Center on March 22, after the Predators’ game.  

The games will be 14 minute periods with tag-up off-sides.  The seeding and eligibility rules will be the same as in 2007.

Scheduler’s Report

1. Gold/Blue Divisions

The schedule for the second half of the season will be based on the standings as of the close of play on November 30.  The schedule has been created for the gold division, which will be the top 5 teams in northern division and the top 5 teams in the Southern Division.  The top five teams in the Northern Division will be seeded in order as Gold 1-5.  The top 5 teams in the Southern division will be seeded in the Gold Division as 6-10.  Since the Gold Division will play a round robin tournament, the ranking of a team is required only to assign slots in the schedule.  Their standings in the Gold Division will continue to be reflected based on the teams’ records.
The Blue Division, which will be the remaining teams in the league, will be seeded in a similar manner.  Their standings in the Blue Division will continue to be reflected based on the teams’ records.

2. Play-offs

All of the teams in the Gold Division will be eligible for the season ending championship tournament, regardless of the teams’ records in the Gold Division round robin tournament.  Only the teams that finish 1 and 2 at the end of the Blue Division round robin tournament will be eligible for the season ending championship tournament.  The seeding for the championship tournament for the Gold Division teams will be the total season record, based on the tie-breaking rules in the Handbook.  The winner of the Blue Division, based on its overall season record will be seeded number 11 in season ending championship tournament.  The runner-up in the Blue Division, based on its overall season record will be seeded number 12 in season ending championship tournament.

The championship tournament will be organized as it was last year, as a double-elimination tournament, with the top 4 teams receiving a first round bye.

The Blue Division teams that finish numbers 3-10 will be eligible to compete in a post season single elimination tournament. 

3. Senior Night

All senior nights will be observed in a 10 minute time slot before each game.  This is a total of 10 minutes for both schools combined.
4. All-Star Game

Joe will organize the date and voting for the All-Star game.
