III. Approval of meeting agenda

By a motion made, seconded and approved all in favor, the agenda was approved 

IV. Approval of last month’s minutes

By a motion made, seconded and approved all in favor, the meeting minutes from the September 2008 meeting were approved, with the change of inserting the word “game” before “misconduct”.
V. Regular Reports 

A. Secretary’s Report (Kim Otts) – absent
B. Referee Report

· Marty Prater reported that he had received only 4-5 surveys since the second half of the season.  It was decided to put the survey form onto the website but to accept surveys sent only from the head coaches’ e-mail addresses.  

· John Holmes asked for e-mail reports on any TAIHO refs who do not have numbers on their uniforms.
· It was agreed that the officials will be asked to print their names on the score sheet.

· The officials will use a 3-man system for the Predators Cup tournament.

C. President’s Report (Joe Griffin)

1. Hardship Applications

· The Executive Board heard a hardship application by Austin Wagner and the application was denied.   
2. Insurance

· Joe reported that the league is covered for theft up to $50,000 through USA Hockey and that we are still looking into the possibility of obtaining additional insurance.
· Joe also noted that USA Hockey also provides Director & Officers liability insurance.

D. VP’s Report (Deb Davis) 
· Senior Night – the dates for senior nights were reviewed and all of the information is posted on the website.

· All-Star Deadlines – The dates will be e-mailed and posted on the website.

· Score sheets – There are still problems with inaccurate and incomplete score sheets.  The new 2 form score sheets must be used and complete instructions about score sheets are on the website.

E. Registrar Report (Cathy Askins) – absent
· Joe reminded the Board that January 15, 2009 is the last day set by USA Hockey to make roster changes.

· Play-off waivers are due to Cathy Askins by e-mail on January 6, 2009.  Instructions are on the website.
· In order to act on play-off waivers, Joe moved and it was seconded that the January meeting be moved to January 13, 2009.  The motion passed..

F. Scheduler’s Report (Loretta Kimble) – absent 

· Joe reported that the tournament schedules are on the website.
· The Gold Tournament will be a 12 team double-elimination tournament running from January 21, 2009 through February 18, 2009.

· The Blue Tournament will be a 6 team double-elimination tournament running from January 21, 2009 through February 11, 2009.

· The Predators Cup Tournament starts February 20, 2009

· Practice times during the play-offs will be confirmed and posted on the website.
G. Treasurer’s Report (Steve Smith)

· A report for November 2008 was circulated

· Six teams had unpaid team fees.  It was agreed that if all team fees were not resolved by January 7, 2009, the teams will not be able to use GNASH ice for practices and will forfeit games until all fees are paid.  

H. Commissioner’s Report (John Holmes)

· As a clarification, a player who has two penalties and is assessed 3 penalties in one incident, one of which is a game misconduct, would have a 2 game suspension, one for the game misconduct and a second for the 5 penalties.
· The suspensions for fighting penalties are as follows:

· 1st penalty – 3 games

· 2nd penalty – 6 games

· As a reminder, the Discipline Committee’s role is to review appropriate cases to see if additional discipline is warranted, not to review penalties imposed by the on-ice officials.

· The penalty for an intent to injure or kicking can be either a major penalty (5 minutes) or a match penalty.  If a match penalty is imposed, the player or coach is ineligible and cannot coach, practice or play in a game until the case is reviewed by the Discipline Committee.

· The scorekeepers need to be aware of the difference between “matching penalties” when the same penalty is called on players on each team at the same time, and a “match” penalty.

I. Off Ice Officials Report (Jim Miller)

· Jim is available for individualized training on the clocks.

· Either the on-ice officials or the rink management can require that the game be a “run clock” game if there is a curfew issue.
