Approval of meeting agenda

Duane Muhsman moved that the agenda as amended be approved.  The motion was seconded by John Allyn.  The motion unanimously passed 

IV.
Approval of last month’s minutes

The minutes from the October meeting had been circulated prior to the meeting.  By motion made by Duane Muhsman, seconded by John Holmes, the minutes were unanimously approved.

V.
 Regular Reports 

A.
President’s Report (Deb Davis).
· Schools with more than one team.  Deb stated that the league had received a request from Ravenwood that a Ravenwood student rostered on the Ravenwood/Brentwood team be allowed to roster on the Ravenwood team.   The Executive Committee had denied the request on the basis that team rosters were set at the beginning of the season and that the Ravenwood/Brentwood team could not be regarded as some sort of farm club for the Brentwood or Ravenwood scholastic teams.  

Eric Hageman, coach of the Ravenwood teams, asked to speak.  He noted that this was not a transfer as the player involved had at all times been a student at Ravenwood, that he had cleared it with the Ravenwood/Brentwood coach who had signed a waiver, and that they needed the player to “stabilize their goalie situation.”  Michael Hynes, the assistant coach of the Ravenwood/Brentwood team and also the father of the player in question, spoke in favor of the roster move.  Sue Falls, the Ravenwood/Brentwood representative, spoke against it, saying that if this was done Ravenwood’s problem would simply become one for Ravenwood/Brentwood.

Deb Davis responded that the GNASH handbook could not address all possible situations, and that when it did not it was up to the Board to determine the policy of the league.  John Holmes made a motion that the roster move be disapproved; Joe Griffin provided the second.  A roll call vote was taken with Ravenwood and Ravenwood/Brentwood being excused from voting because of conflict.  For: Blackman, Ensworth, FRA/FCA, MBA, Mt. Juliet, JPII.  Against: Brentwood.  Not voting: Wilson Central/BA.  The motion passed, and the roster move was disapproved.
· All Star selection process.  Details are on the website.  The teams will be established on a North-South basis.  The teams will be announced on January 23, there will be practices on January 28, and the game will be at the Sommet Center on January 30 after the Predators’ game with Atlanta.

· Extra security costs.  We had two extra officers for the first Ravenwood – Brentwood game.  This was not sufficient.  We had four extra officers at the second game between these teams.  This was also not sufficient.  Part of the problem is that the officers work in pairs, and when they are escorting troublemakers out of the building there was no one at the rink to deal with new problems.  Public school administrators do not seem to want to be involved as the teams are not school-administered and the games are not on school property.  Dave O’Loughlin made the following motion: Prospectively, that if the league has reason to believe that a particular game will pose security problems, that the league will advise the teams in advance of its concerns, that the league will retain such additional security personnel as it deems appropriate, and that the additional charges will be assessed to the two teams.  John Allyn seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
B.
VP’s Report (Dave O’Loughlin).  There were no new hardship applications this month.  There was one transfer approved involving a player whose family moved from the Mt. Juliet zone to the Wilson Central zone.  This clearly came within the scope of the transfer rules, and was approved by the Executive Committee.
C.
Registrar’s Report (Cathy Askins) 

· In Cathy’s absence, Deb reminded everyone that the deadline for rostering players is January 15.  A question arose about playoff waivers.  Dave O’Loughlin stated that if a player had not played in at least 50% of the games the player would need to submit a playoff waiver in order to participate in the playoffs.  Most of these requests – goalies, scratches, injuries, and academic issues being the most common reasons for not playing in 50% of the games – will be granted provided the player intended to be on the team during the season.

D.
Statistician.  (Sandi Chadwick).  Sandi asked the representatives to tell their scorekeepers that if a player was using a different number not to obliterate the old number on the label as she needs the old number to update the statistics.
