Sportsplex rules and policies

As we gear up for a new season, I want to make sure that all coaches, board members and parents are aware and abide by the rules and policies of the Centennial Sportsplex. As a condition of the use of our facility, I am requiring that each league distribute this to all coaches, team representatives referee associations and parents. Each board member, coach and team manager must sign a copy of this and return to be kept on file.
1) Locker rooms: Keys will only be checked out to a coach or parent, not to a player, even if the player is 18. The person checking the key out is responsible for the locker room. It is recommended that if a parent must check the key out before a coach arrives, that the coaches’ keys be exchanged for the parents when the coach gets here.  Coaches: Do not use the walls, doors, glass, dasher boards, etc. to diagram plays. This will be treated as vandalism even if it an erasable marker. Bring your own dry erase board. 

2) Do not cut through the Zamboni room. This is a staff only area.

3) Enter and exit the building only through the front doors. Do not prop open doors. This includes the doors in the exercise area. If you wish to warm up or have dry land activities outside the building, that is fine, but you must use the front doors only. 
4) Obey all signage in the facility. Do not allow kids to shoot tape balls, street balls, etc. inside the building. Do not hit the glass. 

5) NYHL office is only for the director of hockey and current board members conducting business. This is not a changing room for coaches or a storage room for pucks and equipment. 

6) Coaches must have their players off the ice by the end of practice. We only schedule ten minutes to resurface in most cases. Even small delays add up at the end of the day. Ice quality suffers when drivers are forced to rush to stay on schedule. This means that drills need to end and pucks get picked up a minute or two before the scheduled resurface. The players must exit the ice as quickly as possible. 

7) The rink staff has the authority to curfew games and to instruct scorekeepers to run the clock. All scorekeepers and officials need to be reminded of how important it is to end games on time.

8) All coaches and assistants must wear a helmet when on the ice. The rink will assist in enforcing this.
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
