Not all your good hockey players will get offers from D-1 schools. If you have players that have not decided where they will go after graduation I suggest you encourage them to consider the University of Southern California (USC). 
 We are a club team and have no monetary inducements to offer players. USC does offer the player an opportunity to earn a degree from a university known world wide as a leader. The bottom line is we have two teams a Div II ACHA (Varsity) and Div III ACHA (JV), The top 26 guys go to the varsity and the next 20 go to the JV.   There are no guaranteed slots on the team. If you are good enough – you play. We started 4 freshmen this past season. The team has visited foreign teams in China (twice), Japan, Iceland, France, and Italy. We go during Thanksgiving break.  When we go it is not a mandatory trip. Not all the players go, and a large group of parents usually go.  As a freshman; a player can expect to have the opportunity to take two trips while in the program.  We play in the PAC 8 Conference with Stanford, Cal Berkeley, UCLA, Oregon, Oregon State, Arizona, and Washington. We usually also play some games with Long Beach State, Loyola-Mary Mount and Cal State Fullerton and occasionally a trip to Utah and/or Colorado. We have won 7 of the last 11 PAC 8 Championships and been runner-up in 3 of the 4 we didn’t win. By the way we hold a 60-20 record over UCLA.  We only practice once a week, so that the players can experience college and do well in school – after all – You are here for school, not to go to the NHL.  We keep a good balance and have a lot of fun doing it. Our team web page is www.uscicehockey.com
